2. INSTALL THE USB DRIVERS

Click the “Install USB Drivers” button. The install is rapid.

3. INSTALL RL-LOADER

Click the “Install RL-Loader” button and follow the prompts.

4. INSTALL THE BATTERIES IN THE RAINLOG

Install the two AAA
batteries supplied.

The green LED will flash
rapidly as the RainLog
powers up.

Important: Note the

battery orientation.

5. CONNECT THE RAINLOG & START RL-LOADER

Connect the RainlLog to
your computer using the
USB cable.

Run the RL-Loader
application.

9. CLOSE RL-LOADER AND CHECK FOR GEEEN LED

Close RL-Loader, disconnect the USB cable and verify that the
green LED flashes.

10. INSTALL IN THE RAIN GAUGE

Remove the top of rain collector by

loosening the screws and twisting.
Remove the blue cap inside the
collector. Connect the RainlLog to
the collector’s cable.

Place the logger in the tube along
with the desiccant pack.

Place the blue cap back on the
tube.




Reattach the top of the collector.
§ | Tighten the screws to secure the
collector.

11. DEPLOY

The rain gauge can now be deployed. Ensure that the
collector is securely mounted on a perfectly level surface.

This completes setup and deployment.
12. RETRIEVING THE RAINLOG

Remove the Rainlog from the collector.
Observe the LED, verify that it is flashing green. Flashing red

indicates a low battery. No flashing indicates a battery failure.

13. CONNECTING TO A COMPUTER

Connect the Rainlog to the computer and start the RL-loader
application. Connect to the logger (Step 6).
